The text should be single-spaced using Times New Roman font of 12 point for title, 11 point for affiliation and 10 point for the content. Title and authors should be in bold letters. Figures and Tables can not be included in the text. 


Do not use abbreviations for authors' name and affiliation. Please write a presenting author's name first. Mark a corresponding author (last author) with a superscript * on the right side. In case of the same affiliation, please write the exactly same, spellings (including capital and small letters) and space. 


 Abstracts should be written in less than 1500 letters including spaces (about a 1/2 page of A4) and comment for the research fund can be included at the end of abstract. Abstracts should include about 5 keywords for index of the proceedings. Keywords are separated from the abstract by a single blank line (double line-space) and each keyword should be separated by commas with no ending punctuation and start all major words with small letters.
